ArtsBridge provides internships to highly qualified UC Davis Arts majors who give K-12 classroom instruction in art, dance, drama, music, and the digital arts in schools within Yolo, Sacramento and Solano counties. ArtsBridge develops original arts education projects that are tied to community partnerships with public schools and their local neighborhood arts and cultural organizations. The ArtsBridge Scholar works collaboratively with the classroom teacher to create and teach unique lessons in the arts, which are linked to state standards as well as individual classroom needs. The Scholar provides weekly hands-on instruction for up to 10 weeks. All registered majors and minors, undergraduate or graduate students from the departments of Art, Music, and Theater & Dance are eligible to apply to become ArtsBridge Scholars. 

The ArtsBridge Scholar works with the classroom teacher who has agreed to be present and participate in the project. The teacher is expected to advise the scholar on lesson plans and play an active role in the scholar’s instruction of pupils. ArtsBridge projects should be integrated into the school day and link to classroom curricula. Our goal is to involve pupils directly in developing arts knowledge and skills, and the creation of art. Host teachers are encouraged to learn from the scholars so that they may themselves include arts projects in future classes or build their own expertise 

Projects should be designed for a class of 25-30 pupils. Scholars are expected to develop lesson plans after consultation with the classroom teacher. ArtsBridge will provide forms for lesson plans. Scholars are required to maintain a typed narrative journal of the project progress. 

Since most ArtsBridge Scholars are new to teaching, ArtsBridge will provide orientation meetings to explain policies and procedures and to bring together scholars and host teachers.  Attendance at these meetings is mandatory.
